Student Goals:

♦ This level provides spiritual equipping for those pre-
paring for ministerial opportunities.  Students are re-
quired to facilitate Level I to a group of at least four
persons.

♦ Opportunities may be given within the sphere of
the graduate’s local church and would work in con-
junction with the pastoral oversight within that church.
All details of placement are worked through the stu-
dent and church.  However, we will give support and
advice to the student to help make his/her transition
as effective as possible.

Our home study curriculum is designed for self-
disciplined Christians who study well independently
and are seeking to be conformed to the image
of Jesus Christ (Romans 8:29).  Students are re-
quired to read two chapters per week and com-
plete multiple choice and short essay questions
at the end of each 6 weeks of study.   These will be
returned via email and graded at ICIT.
